ROLE AND TASKS OF ARMOURED /ARMOURED CAR REGIMENTS

THE ARMOURED CAR REGIMENT

1.
The roles of the Armoured Car Regiment: (No Change)

a.
To conduct medium reconnaissance. 

b. 
To provide security. 

c.
To engage in mobile offensive operations. 

d.
Peacetime operations in support of the Civil Authorities. 

e. 
Ceremonial duties. 

COUNTER INSURGENCY OPERATION 

2.
The Tasks in counter insurgency operations are as follows (No Change):
a. 
Security. 
Area Security and security of lines of communications including the provision of surveillance and quick reaction forces, escorts area dominating patrols.
b. 
Reconnaissance.
Area studies, route reconnaissance, reconnaissance force and showing of flag operations. 

c. 
Tactical Operations.
 In conjunction with the other Arms and the Civil Authorities.
(1) 
Strike operations in the developed areas, cultivations, and jungle fringes.
(2) 
Remote area operations accessible to AFVs and mechanical transport.
d. 
Populace and Resources Control.
 Assistance to the Civil Authorities in populace and resources control operations.
e. 
Military Civil Action.  Assistance to the local population to promote economic socio-economic development while providing security and stability. 

f. 
Offensive and defensive operations as necessary.

OTHER TASKS 

3.
The tasks under this category are as follows (No Change): 

a. 
Public Order Operations. 
Apart from performing any infantry tasks such as setting up of road control points (RCPs) and other static duties, the regiment can also perform other tasks such as mounted patrols 'show of flag' force, VIP and convoy escorts.
b. 
Aid to Civil Power in National Disaster/Emergencies.    Flood relief operations are common occurrences. The regiment can provide radio communications to assist the civil authorities when means of communications have broken down. The regiment can also be tasked to provide agency for traffic control. 

c. 
Civil Action.
    The regiment is capable of conducting military civic action operations in order to gain the support and respect of the people. 

THE ARMOURED REGIMENT

4.
The Main Roles are follows (No Change):
a. Aggressive mobile action to destroy enemy armour.

b. Close combat in conjunction with infantry.

c. Shock action.

5.
The Tasks are follows (No Change):
a. The advance lo contact and the advance in contact.

b. The assault and destruction of the enemy.

c. Penetration, exploitation and pursuit.

d. Covering force operations.

e. Mobile and positional defensive operations.

f. Counter attack and counter penetration.

g. Exploitation in support of nuclear fire.
